WLD 2130: Outdoor Excursions (201)

Students will build on skills achieved in WLD 1130 to plan and implement an outdoor
excursion. Students will participate in the theoretical components of program planning
while assisting their guides in organizing their camping trip.

OR

WLD 1130: Outdoor Survival Skills (202)

This is a practical course that introduces safe travel and living in the outdoors. The focus is
on assessing and avoiding risk, caring for oneself and others in the wilderness, and
introducing skills for travel in the backcountry. This course creates the foundation for safe
enjoyment of the outdoors.

Fee: $2295.00
A deposit upon acceptance is required, but full payment is not due until April 15th. Payment
plans available.

Fee includes: All transportation (by school bus), instruction/teacher fees, course fees*,
guiding, meals, accommodations, and group equipment.

*Paddle Canada and first aid course fees range from $275 - $350 per course, per person. These fees are included in the
MAS 200 Course fee.
